Frank Landrus brought along a 
collection of pics from his March 2010 
visit to Edwards AFB and Nellis AFB.  

 
Frank was a member of a contingent 
representing the International Society 
for Aviation Photography, Inc. The 
group got the VIP treatment, with 
Edwards base media handlers allowing 
them access to areas of the base that 
you and I will never be privileged to see. 
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Thatôs not to say they got unlimited 
access, but Frank and company got 
scads of photos of some pretty cool 
stuff. 
 
Outside the gate, they were able to see 
the sole TA-10 Warthog on display. 
Inside the museum a couple of goodies 
were on display, a B-58 escape pod and 
an X-15 rocket engine. 
 
Out on the ramp, Frank and company 
took quick snaps of a Global Hawk, T-
38s, B-1, B-2, C-5A, SR-71, F-22, Super 
Hornet, NASA 747 shuttle carrier, and 
several F-16s and F-18s sporting lots of 
interesting bumps and pods. 
 

 
 

 
An interesting hangar display featured 
aircraft from ñthe other guys,ò including 
a MiG-29, Su-25 MiG-23, Mi-24 Hind, 
Mi-14, and SAM carriers. Outside the 
visitors toured a very impressive display 
of Soviet armor. 
 
From Edwards, the group headed for 
Nellis and the VIPs again got front-row 
treatment. A Thunderbirds demo 
headlined the visit, and the guys were 
privileged to hang out within rock-
throwing distance of the runways. Some 
of the birds on display or heading in and 
out were a B-1 from Dyess, British 
Harrier, Australian F-18, EA-6B, A-10s, 
F-15, B-1, F-22s, and an E-8 Joint 
STARS. Quite a weekend. 
 
Frank took lots and lots of photos, 
including several rapid-sequence shots 
of aircraft taking off and landing at 
Nellis. Thanks, Frank, for a great 
presentation.
